2. | have been employed by the California Department of Corporations (“ Department”)
since September 1985. | make this declaration in my official capacity as a Department employee,
and not otherwise.

3. Since January 1999, | have been a Senior Examiner for the California Residential
Mortgage Lending Act (“CRMLA”) unit of the Financial Services Division of the Department. In
this position, my job duties include scheduling regulatory examinations of CRMLA licensees,
reviewing examiners regulatory examination reports of CRMLA licensees, keeping track of
correspondence between the Department and CRMLA licensees relating to regulatory examinations,
keeping track when CRMLA licensees file annual reports required under CRMLA including audited
financia statements, and training new examiners.
